DRY operation time has to be reduced
in order to lower humidity without much room
temperature decreasing. So the compres-
sor sometimes stops, and at the same time
the indoor fan stops. This prevents water
condensed on the heat exchanger from
evaporating again.

Avoid installing the air conditioner in the following places.

* Where there is much machine oil.

+ Salty places such as the seaside.

« Where sulfide gas is generated such as a hot spring.

» Where oil is splashed or where the area is filled with oily smoke (such as cook-
ing areas and factories, in which the properties of plastic could be changed
and damaged).

* Where there is high-frequency or wireless equipment.

* Where the air from the outdoor unit air outlet is blocked.

* Where the operation sound or air from the outdoor unit does not bother the
house next door.

The installation location of the outdoor unit should

be at least 3 m away from the antennas for TV sets,
radios, efc. In areas where the reception is weak,
provide greater space between the outdoor unit and
the antenna of the affected device if operation of the air

conditioner interferes with radio or TV reception.
