This prevents water
condensed on the heat exchanger from
evaporating again.

Mist is discharged from the air
outlet of the indoor unit.

The cool air from the unit rapidly cools mois-
ture in the air inside the room, and it turns
into mist.

The swing operation of the
HORIZONTAL VANE is
suspended for a while, then
restarted.

This is for the swing operation of the HORI-
ZONTAL VANE to be performed normally.

The air flow direction changes
during operation.
