When the unit is operated in COOL or DRY mode, if the operation
continues with air blowing down for 0.5 to 1 hour, the direction of the
air flow is automatically set to upward position to prevent water from
condensing and dripping.

The unit starts operation by itself when
the main power is turned on, though it
isn’t operated with the remote controller.

These models are equipped with an auto restart function. When
the main power is turned off without stopping the unit with the
remote controller and is turned on again, the unit starts op-
eration automatically in the same mode as the one set with
the remote controller just before the shutoff of the main power.
Refer to “Auto restart function”.

The indoor unit discolors over time.

Although plastic turns yellow due to the influence of some factors such
as ultraviolet light and temperature, this has no effect on the product
functions.

Outdoor Unit

The fan of the outdoor unit does not
rotate even though the compressor is
running. Even if the fan starts to rotate, it
stops soon.

When the outside temperature is low during cooling operation, the fan
operates intermittently to maintain sufficient cooling capacity.

Water leaks from the outdoor unit.

During COOL and DRY operations, pipe or pipe connecting sections
are cooled and this causes water to condense.

Remote controller

The display on the remote controller does
not appear or it is dim. The indoor unit
does not respond to the remote control
signal.

Are the batteries exhausted?

Is the polarity (+, -) of the batteries correct?

Are any buttons on the remote controller of other electric appliances
being pressed?

Is a window or door open?
When a ventilation fan or a gas cooker is used in a room, the cooling
load increases, resulting in an insufficient cooling effect.
When the outside temperature is high, the cooling effect may not be
sufficient.
It may take a certain time to reach the setting temperature or may not

Sound

Cracking sound is heard. This sound is generated by the expansion/contraction of the front panel,

etc. due to change in temperature.

This sound is heard when the outside air is absorbed from the drain
hose by turning on the range hood or the ventilation fan, making water
flowing in the drain hose to spout out.

This sound is also heard when the outside air blows into the drain hose
in case the outside wind is strong.

“Burbling” sound is heard.

Mechanical sound is heard from the « This is the switching sound in turning on/off the fan or the compressor.
indoor unit.

The sound of water flowing is heard. « This is the sound of refrigerant or condensed water flowing in the unit.
Hissing sound is sometimes heard. « This is the sound when the flow of refrigerant inside the unit is switched.

In the following cases, stop using the air conditioner and consult your dealer.

* When water leaks or drips from the indoor unit.

* When the left/upper operation indicator lamp blinks.
Except for when the lamp of a multi unit blinks while the unit is on standby.

* When the breaker trips frequently.

» The remote control signal is not received in a room where an electronic ON/OFF type fluorescent lamp (inverter-type
fluorescent lamp, etc.) is used.

+ Operation of the air conditioner interferes with radio or TV reception. An amplifier may be required for the affected
device.

* When an abnormal sound is heard.

* When any refrigerant leakage is found.
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RROR CODE DISPLAY MODE

Error code can be checked on the display of remote controller while
the left/upper operation indicator lamp on the indoor unit is blinking.

Follow the procedure below to check the error code.

The diagnosis gets a fail. Try again.

+ When the unit has an error, the air conditioner
needs to be inspected and repaired. Stop us-
ing the air conditioner, turn off the breaker and
contact your dealer.

The remote controller is powered OFF.

Get close to the front of the indoor unit, point the remote
controller at the receiving section of the indoor unit, and
keep pressing CHECK with a fine-tipped object.

“00” will be shown in the display.

Keep pointing the remote controller at the receiving
section of the indoor unit until the indoor unit beeps.

If the indoor unit does not beep, get closer to the in-
door unit and keep pressing CHECK again.

If the indoor unit still does not beep, turn off the power
of appliance such as fluorescent lamp and TV which
might cause noise, then try again. (If the battery re-
placement indicator lights up, replace the batteries
with new ones.)

When the display of the remote controller shows “00”
and the indoor unit beeps 2 times, it means the unit
has no error.

When the display of the remote controller shows “00” and
the indoor unit beeps 1 time, it means the unit has an er-
ror. Follow the procedure below and diagnose the error.

TEMP
Pressing other buttons than |- or [==] cancels the

error code display mode of the remote controller.

If the remote controller is operated while the operation
indicator lamp is not blinking, the accurate error code
might not be shown.

+ Salty places such as the seaside.
» Where sulfide gas is generated such as hot spring,

sewage, waste water.

* Where oil is splashed or where the area is filled with
oily smoke (such as cooking areas and factories, in
which the properties of plastic could be changed and

damaged).

* Where there is high-frequency or wireless equipment.
*  Where the air from the outdoor unit air outlet is blocked.
* Where the operation sound or air from the outdoor unit

bothers the house next door.

« The mounting height of indoor unit 1.8 m to 2.3 m is
recommended. If it is impossible, please consult your

dealer.

* The indoor unit must be installed in rooms which
exceed the floor space specified. Please consult your

dealer.

« Do not operate the air conditioner during interior
construction and finishing work, or while waxing the
floor. Before operating the air conditioner, ventilate the
room well after such work is performed. Otherwise, it
may cause volatile elements to adhere inside the air
conditioner, resulting in water leakage or scattering of

dew.

The installation location of the outdoor unit should be
at least 3 m away from the antennas for TV sets, ra-
dios, etc. In areas where the reception is weak, pro-
vide greater space between the outdoor unit and the
antenna of the affected device if operation of the air
conditioner interferes with radio or TV reception.
